Lifts cannot be arranged but where cars are shared, travel costs of 28p per mile may be shared equally
between passengers.

All walks are graded by terrain and length in miles, the length is approximate but it is as accurate as
possible. The degree of difficulty is based on the terrain being walked and can be interpreted as follows:

Easy: Walks on paths which are reasonably level ground at an easy pace.

Moderate: Walks on paths which involve rougher ground and some hill walking.

Strenuous: Walks on rough ground with strenuous hill climbs and can be at a faster pace.
